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A healthy congregation is one that is doing Jesusõ mission, 

i.e. making disciples of all nations (Matthew 28:18-20).  So 

how do we get to good health? 

Letõs start with what not to do:  Complaining!  Complain-

ing will not grow a healthy congregation, plus it is sin-

ning:  ò Do everything without complaining and arguing, 
15 so that no one can criticize you. Live clean, innocent 

lives as children of God, shining like bright lights in a world 

full of crooked and perverse people. Hold firmly to the 

word of lifeéó  One person wants piano, one wants or-

gan, one wants both,  one wants Sunday School to be run 

one way,  another wants something else.   Complaining 

according to James McDonald is defined as, òExpressing 

dissatisfaction with a circumstance that is not wrong and 

about which Iõm doing nothing to correct.ó  Obviously, if 

we are not preaching the Bible and you are telling me to 

start preaching the scripture that is not complaining.  Like-

wise, if you tell me we need new songs during Sunday 

School and then you join the Board of Christian Education 

and begin to help teach songs to the children, then there is 

no complaining!  But if you speak from the sidelines with-

out doing anything then you are participating in the satanic 

inspired demise of the congregation 

So what do we do to have a healthy congregation?  The 

answer is affirming and encouraging òWord and Sacra-

mentó ministry, i.e. Godõs Word is preached from the pul-

pit, Godõs Word is shared in Bible Study, in Devotions and 

in every Calvary members home.  The Sacraments of Holy 

Baptism is shared with children and adults and the Lordõs 

Supper is given to confirmed members who need forgive-

ness and the life giving salve of Jesus body and blood.   

When Godõs Word and Sacraments are being shared disci-

ples are in the process of being made. 

You may notice that baptisms and sharing Godõs Word is 

very relationship centered.  God in His infinite wisdom 

used peoplesõ mouths to deliver his word and water, bread 

and wine to deliver the Holy Spirit and forgiveness.  That 

same mouth which delivers forgiveness can be used to 

complain.  When they see you using Godõs Word in your 

family people outside our church will hopefully at least 

admit, òThey live a life above criticism.ó  Disciple making is 

rarely from 30,000 feet (only occasionally do you hear 

someone converted by radio or TV ministry), but instead 

sharing Godõs Word often happens from one mouth to 

one ear.    Look at how Paul did ministry, he would often 

start in a Synogue or meet a few people by the river and 

then share from the scripture about Jesus. 

Jesus miraculously in turn does the rest as we see in Mark 

4:26-28: òThe kingdom of God is as if a man should scatter 

seed on the ground. 27 He sleeps and rises night and day, 

and the seed sprouts and grows; he knows not how. 28 The 

earth produces by itself, first the blade, then the ear, then 

the full grain in the ear. 29 But when the grain is ripe, at 

once he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come.ó 

I would argue the mark of a truly healthy Word and Sacra-

ment church is where the members rely on God to do the 

hard lifting, that after the Word is shared they are confi-

dent He will work! 

When we as Christians try to cause the church to grow by 

other means they usually fail.   This is where you start no-

ticing the health of a congregation.  When we are humbled 

that it is not us, then God begins to lift us out of the 

pit!  Complaining is really a sign that we are trying to grow 

the church by satisfying our own preferences instead of 

depending on God.  Converting people through food, mu-

sic, length of service will only convert people to the false 

religion called òindividualism.ó  We instead want people to 

know Jesus:  Do you want health then pray to the Lord 

with Jeremiah 7:14 òO Lord, if you heal me, I will be truly 

healed; if you save me, I will be truly saved. My praises 

are for you alone!ó

                 What is òthe Churchó?  

 

We all know that òthe churchó refers to more than 

just a building.  Of course, it gets confusing when we 

use the same word, òchurchó, for both the location 

we meet in to worship together as well as the group 

of people who meet. 

 
Our friend Merriam-Webster doesnõt help the confu-

sion when his first definition of òchurchó is:  òa build-

ing for public and especially Christian worship.ó  It 

isnõt until definition #3 that we get:  òa body or or-

ganization of religious believers.ó 

 

So, what is òthe churchó? 

 
We get numerous pictures in Scripture of what the 

church is.  Itõs Jesusõ body, all working together.  Itõs 

the people of God, called out of their former identi-

ties to a new corporate identity.  It is the Bride of 

Christ. 

 
Any identity of òchurchó is incomplete, however, 

without an understanding of the mission it is on, and 

the power it has.  In Matthew 16:18, Jesus tells the 

disciples that the gates of Hades will not prevail 

against the power of the church.  This isnõt a refer-

ence to a fortress.  It is a group of passionate, mission

-minded, Spirit-empowered people who are making a 

difference in the world! 

 
With that in mind, leaving behind the church building 

for a Sunday doesnõt seem too odd.  In fact, when we 

enjoy our òOutdoor Worship Service and Picnicó 

Sunday, August 19th, itõs a great reminder about what 

the òchurchó really is.  Not a building.  Not a location.  

But the people, empowered by God, with a mission 

to transform the world with Godõs good news.  

Thatõs who God has made us and called us to be! 

Looking forward to being òthe churchó with you at 

Hinton City Park on August 19th! 

 

 

 

 

Colossians 1:24-25 says, òNow I rejoice in what was suf-

fered for you, and I fill up in my flesh what is still lacking 

in regard to Christõs afflictions, for the sake of his 

body, which is the church. I have become its servant 

by the commission God gave me to present to you the 

word of God in its fullness.ó 

 
It is important for us to realize and understand that it 

is much easier for us to go to church, then it is to ac-

tually òbe the churchó by going outside our walls and 

reaching out to those in our community and world 

who need to hear the Good News of Jesus Christ.  

We are all called by God to get out of our comfort 

zones and present the Word of God to others and 

that is what it truly means to be the church.  I en-

courage and challenge you to invite family and friends 
that either donõt have a church home or donõt know 

who Jesus is, and bring them to our Outdoor Wor-

ship Service and Picnic.
